Alice began to
experience infantile spasms at 6 months of age confirmed by BBG monitoring, at which time
MRI imaging revealed a 6mm tuber located in the right caudate nucleus. The diagnosis of
tuberous sclerosis was confirmed with an exam that was significant for greater than, 10
fypomelanotic macules and the presence of a cardiac rhabdarmyoma. Due to the freqitency of her
seizures, which occurred multiple times daily, she underwent surgical rescction of the tuber in
Italy in 1/2005. Subsequently, Alice continues to expericnce frequent scizires as well as
significant delays in development. Her most recent MRI has revealed thic presence of multiple
+ cortical tubers and subependymal nodules, one of which is located near the foremen. of Montoe, =
* which may potentiatly resilt in hydrocephalus. Recent BEG studies have revealed epileptiform
activity originating from bilateral hemispheres. Due to the life threatening pature of her seizures,
it is imperative that further evaluation be performed to investigate the foenlity of her seizures in
the presence of multiple brain lesions, and to defermine whether resective syrgery woutd be
beneficial in decreasing seizures and improving her quality of life. i
